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News brief


Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina yesterday sought the support of the international community, including Britain, for relocating the illegal Myanmar citizens living in Bangladesh to a safe place. The Prime Minister made the call when visiting British Minister for Asia and Pacific Alok Sharma met her at her official residence Ganabhaban. The Prime Minister also urged the British government to withdraw its temporary embargo on cargo flight operation from Dhaka to the UK as it is causing sufferings to Bangladesh’s business community.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina yesterday urged mothers to take good care of their children so that they do not go to the wrong path. The Prime Minister told this while addressing the national council of Bangladesh Mohila Awami League as the chief guest at Krishibid Institution, Bangladesh. The Prime Minister advised mothers to behave like friends with their children from their tender age and educate them about the ill effects of these menaces. The Prime Minister reiterated zero tolerance stance of her government against terrorism and militancy saying there would be no room for these social vices on Bangladesh soil.


President Md. Abdul Hamid yesterday called upon the student community to come forward to bring back student politics on the right track and regain the lost glory once it used to enjoy. He laid emphasis on holding the Dhaka University Central Students' Union (DUCSU) election for developing new leadership.  He said this  while addressing the 50th convocation of Dhaka University (DU), the highest seat of learning of the country, on its central playground yesterday afternoon
 

Health and Family Welfare Minister Mohammad Nasim yesterday said, the health services of the country have reached at the doorsteps of the people. The Minister said this after inaugurating Intensive Care Unit (ICU) of a Medical College Hospital, Bogra. The Minister said, the government is providing treatments and medicine at free of cost to the remote area people through community clinic. 

LGRD & Cooperatives Minister Engineer Khandker Mosharraf Hossain yesterday said the present government has given top priority on electricity production.  The Minister said this when he was inaugurating a newly constructed electric distribution line at a village under Faridpur Sadar Upazila . 


Home Minister Asaduzzaman Khan Kamal has reiterated that there is no existence of Al Qaeda and IS in Bangladesh. He said this  while addressing as the chief guest a meeting of civil society at Upazila Government College at Charfashan in Bhola district. The Minister said the people are resisting the terrorists with unity, responding to the call of Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina. 

State Minister for Power, Energy and Mineral Resources Nasrul Hamid yesterday said  the present government is pledged-bound to supply electricity uninterrupted to all citizens within 2021 by way of materializing the Vision-2021 with over 80 per cent people already enjoying power facility now. State Minister said the number of power plants in the country was only 27 when Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina took office in 2009, while the number of plants now stood at 108.

Bangladesh Telecommunication Regulatory Commission (BTRC) Chairman Dr Shahjahan Mahmood said the government has initiated the process to launch the 4G service in the country by this year to ensure the fastest data service for mobile phone subscribers. To this end, BTRC is likely to provide licences for service to the country's mobile phone operators within one week.

The country’s knitwear manufacturers yesterday urged the authorities of Kenya to cut the rate of tariff on Bangladeshi export products to increase bilateral trade and business between the two countries. Leaders of the Bangladesh Knitwear Manufacturers and Exporters Association, in a meeting with a 10-member delegation of Kenya at the BKMEA Dhaka office, said that among the African countries Kenya could be the rising market for Bangladeshi knitwear products but 25 per cent imposed tariff was the major obstacle to increase the business.
