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News Brief

President Md. Abdul Hamid has called upon the people, irrespective of religion, caste and creed to continue country’s ongoing development trend by franchising their voting rights in the next Jatiya Sangsad election. The President made the call while exchanging of greetings with members of the Christian community on the occasion of Christmas Day at Bangabhaban yesterday. The President greeted the Christian community on their holy occasion wishing a happy, prosperous and cheerful life in days to come.


Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina is joining election campaign in three districts through video-conference today. The Prime Minister will address election rallies in the districts of Chandpur, Kushtia and Naogaon from her Sudha Sadan residence at Dhanmondi in Dhaka.

The Election Commission yesterday started sending ballot papers across the country for voting in the 11th parliamentary election. Ballot papers were sent from Bangladesh Government Press to the distant districts including Chittagong Hill Tracts districts amid stringent security.

Election Commissioner Kabita Khanam has instructed the election officials to discharge their duties without fear or favour. The Election Commissioner made the instruction while addressing a training workshop of voting officials in Munshiganj yesterday.

Dhaka Metropolitan Police will ensure security to the voters in coordination with other law enforcement agencies in the capital so that the city dwellers can cast their votes safely in the national election. The DMP Commissioner Md. Asaduzzaman Mia informed this at a function at Banani in the capital yesterday.

Bangladesh will be able to import power from the neighbouring countries via India as the Indian government has approved the 'Guidelines for Import/Export (Cross Border) of Electricity- 2018' which was published on December 18. The guidelines said that two separate countries can trade electricity where India will take part through a tripartite agreement. 

Bangladesh Economic Zones Authority (BEZA) and Joules Power Limited signed a MoU on Monday to establish country’s first solar Independent Power Producer, a 100MW solar farm at BEZA’s Chandpur Economic Zone. 

National Board of Revenue is going to carry out surveys in all city corporations and district and upazila towns to bring the flat owners of the areas under tax net. This was decided at a meeting at the NBR headquarters with NBR Chairman Md. Mosharraf Hossain Bhuiyan in the chair.
