The government would give ‘Mother of Humanity Award’ to the deserving persons/ organizations on the National Social Welfare Day on January 2 every year. This was approved in the weekly meeting of the cabinet yesterday with Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina in the chair. Cabinet Secretary Mohammad Shafiul Alam, speaking at the press briefing said, the national award would be given in recognition of Sheikh Hasina as the Mother of Humanity on the international stage.

The cabinet congratulated Saima Wazed Hossain, daughter of Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina, for being elected as the Chairperson of the International Jury Board of UNESCO for awarding Emir Jaber al-Ahmad al-Jaber al-Sabah Prize for the second consecutive year.

Health and Family Welfare Minister Mohammed Nasim has urged the Election Commission to take action against acting BNP chairperson Tareq Rahman for breaching the electoral code of conduct. The Minister said this while inaugurating the ‘Modernised Registration Booth and Automation System’ at Shaheed Suhrawardy Medical College and Hospital in Dhaka yesterday.


Indian High Commissioner in Dhaka Harsh Vardhan Shringla has reiterated India’s position on Bangladesh election saying they have no involvement with the issues related to the next national election slated for December 30 this year. Mr. Shringla made the remarks while talking to media after a meeting with Bikalpadhara Bangladesh President Dr. A Q M Badruddoza Chowdhury at the latter’s Baridhara residence in Dhaka yesterday. The next national election is an issue for the people of Bangladesh and political parties here, he added.

The National Board of Revenue collected Tk 2,468 crore from the week-long income tax fair which ended yesterday. A total of 4,87,573 taxpayers submitted income tax returns at all the fair venues throughout the country.
