President Md. Abdul Hamid has urged the police to serve people with honesty and sincerity being imbued with the spirit of the War of Liberation and thus gain their trust. The President made the urge at a function marking the 'Police Week -2019' at Bangabhaban yesterday. The President in his address said, one of the key elements of good governance for the development and progress of the country is the proper enforcement of law. The Police must continue to play a responsible role to maintain the country's internal security and establish a safe society.

President Md. Abdul Hamid left Dhaka for Singapore last night for health checkup. Liberation War Affairs Minister A K M Mozammel Haque, Dean of the Diplomatic Corps, Principal Secretary of Prime Minister’s Office, Chiefs of the three services, Home Secretary, Foreign Secretary and Inspector General of Police saw the President off at the airport. The President is expected to return home on February 13. 


Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has said, her government cannot proceed with the popular demand of declaring Jamaat-e-Islami illegal as the issue still laying with the decision of the country’s highest court. The Prime Minister said this in her Question-Answer Session in the Parliament yesterday. The Premier said, if the government gets the court verdict soon, then Jamaat, as a political party, will be illegal.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has inaugurated six power plants and nine grid substations having capacity of 1062 megawatts.
