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News Brief

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has urged the Bangladesh Army to keep a constant vigil to face any internal and external threats for safeguarding the country’s constitution and sovereignty. The Prime Minister made the call as she was addressing the ‘National Standard’ Awarding Ceremony to four battalions of Bangladesh Infantry Regiments at Rajshahi Cantonment yesterday.

Road, Transport and Bridges Minister Obaidul Quader was admitted to the Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujib Medical University Hospital yesterday morning as he had breathing problem. Mr. Quader was diagnosed with three blockages in his coronary artery while one block has already been removed immediately. The condition of Obaidul Quader is not out of danger, said the physicians. President Md. Abdul Hamid, Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina and Speaker Dr. Shirin Sharmin Chaudhury visited the ailing Minister at the Hospital.

Health Minister Jahid Malek informed the Jatiya Sangsad yesterday that the government plans to appoint as many as 10,000 doctors and nurses for state-run hospitals in Upazilas across the country. The Minister also informed the House that there are 150,781 cancer patients in Bangladesh and the number is dropping gradually.

Home Minister Asaduzzaman Khan has said, the country would observe a one-minute blackout on the night of March 25 in memory of the history’s worst brutality carried out by the Pakistani Army on the “Black Night” of March 25, 1971. The Minister talking to newsmen at his ministry yesterday also said, motor vehicles and important structures would remain out of the programme of one-minute blackout from 9:00 pm to 9:01 pm on March 25.


Law, Justice and Parliamentary Affairs Minister Anisul Huq has ordered the officials of Directorate of Land Registration to break evil circle at their respective offices. The Minister made the warning while addressing a views-exchange meeting at Judicial Administration Training Institute in Dhaka yesterday.

State Minister for Power, Energy and Mineral Resources Nasrul Hamid has said, the government wants to reduce price of LPG immediately and has taken steps in this regard. The Minister told this while inaugurating the South Asia LPG Summit 2019 in Dhaka yesterday.


Bangladesh has been ranked ninth among its Asian neighbours in an international ranking of most generous countries.With an overall score of 31 percent, the country has been ranked 74 in the world and fourth in South Asia in the CAF World Giving Index 2018 by British organisation Charities Aid Foundation.

The US contribution has reached US$105 million under the 2019 UN Joint Response Plan as the country yesterday announced additional US$45.5 million to the UN World Food Program in humanitarian support for displaced Rohingyas in Bangladesh.

The World Bank approved a US$100 million credit for improving fiscal forecasting and public budget preparation and execution. The Strengthening Public Financial Management-PFM Programme to Enable Service Delivery programme will support the government's PFM Action Plan 2016-2021.

The prison authorities last night executed the death sentence of the convicted murderer of  Saudi official posted in Dhaka Embassy Khalaf Al Ali who was killed in 2012. Convict Saiful Islam Mamun was hanged at 10.01 pm at Kashimpur Central Jail in Gazipur.
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
