  Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina yesterday said spending on education sector is the biggest investment .The Prime Minister was speaking at her office marking the awarding of Bangladesh University Grants Commission’s gold medals among the winners of 2013 and 2014. The Prime Minister urged teachers to play their due role in improving the quality of education.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina inaugurated the combined Warfare Display of the Bangladesh Army, Navy and Air Force yesterday marking the Independence and National Day-2017 at the National Parade Square yesterday afternoon. The Prime Minister went round different stalls and pavilions set up by the three forces.

President Md. Abdul Hamid yesterday hoped that people from all strata will continue their endeavors to understand weather and climate phenomena to save lives, protect property and assist the communities with building a more resilient Bangladesh. In a message on the eve of the World Meteorological Day-2017, President said the impact of weather on earth and lives is immense.
