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News Brief

Chief Election Commissioner K M Nurul Huda has assured that the December 30 general election will be held in a festive mood. The CEC gave the assurance while talking to the reporters at Nirbachan Bhaban in Dhaka yesterday. He said, a huge number of candidates are taking part in this election and the voters will cast their votes in a free, fair and festive atmosphere. 

Restriction has been imposed on holding any kind of meetings, gatherings and processions from 48 hours before starting of the voting and 48 hours after the end of the voting in the general election and the ban would remain till 4 pm on January 1 next. During this period, no one will be able to commit any ferocious act or indiscipline behavior. If anyone violates the rules set by the RPO, he/she will have to suffer maximum seven years or minimum two years in prison and fine.


Election Commission has said, national ID card or smart card is not mandatory for casting vote in the parliamentary election. Smartcard, national ID card and voter’s number will help the people cast their votes in EVM centres but these are not mandatory. Secretary of Election Commission Helaluddin Ahmed informed this at a press conference at the Nirbachan Bhaban in Dhaka yesterday. Except presiding officer and on-duty police officer, nobody can use mobile phones in polling centres. Voters can carry mobile phones. But, they will have to switch off their mobile phones after entering the centres, he added.

Prime Minister and Awami League President Sheikh Hasina will cast her vote at Dhaka City College in the 11th Jatiya Sangsad elections on December 30. A PM official said to the media yesterday.


More than 26,000 election observers, including 163 from foreign organisations and missions, will monitor the election slated for tomorrow. In addition, a total of 25,900 observers from 81 local organisations will also monitor the elections, according to a fact sheet of the Election Commission.


British High Commissioner to Bangladesh Alison Blake has expressed her satisfaction over the overall environment of the 11th parliamentary election. The Envoy made the appreciation while talking to journalists after her meeting with the Returning Officer at the district administration office in Moulvibazar yesterday.

The voters in the tomorrow's election can know their voter numbers and names of polling stations by SMS. Voters can obtain such information by filling up an SMS which would be sent to every voter's mobile by the EC today. If anyone is willing to know his/her voter number and address of the polling station, he or she has to fill up the SMS. He or she will be informed by a return SMS.

Asaduzzaman Mia while visiting polling centers in Dhaka yesterday said, intelligence force has been kept alert to make field level information available.
