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News Brief

 Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina attended the Munich Security Conference that began in the German city yesterday. The conference is discussing the future of arms control and cooperation in defence policy as well as effects of climate change and technological innovations on the international security.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has laid importance on more engagements of the World Health Organization to ensure universal health services for all. The Prime Minister made the emphasis as she was addressing a roundtable on ‘Health in Crises – WHO Cares’ arranged in the sidelines of the 55th Edition of Munich Security Conference in Germany yesterday. The Premier said, her government has taken a plan to expand the universal health coverage manifold and make health services free for children under one year and elders over 65 years.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has welcomed the decision of the International Criminal Court to send a team for preliminary examination of the atrocities on Rohingyas by Myanmar Army. The Prime Minister, during her meeting with ICC Chief Prosecutor Dr. Fatu Bensouda on the sidelines of the Munich Security Conference in Germany yesterday, assured the ICC to give all possible support to the team which is scheduled to visit Bangladesh next month. The Prime Minister and the ICC Chief Prosecutor also discussed the issues relating to the trial of genocide committed by the Pakistani Army during the War of Liberation in Bangladesh in 1971.


Executive Director of the International Campaign to Abolish Nuclear Weapons Nobel laureate Batrice Fihn called on Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina in Munich yesterday. Fihn thanked the Prime Minister for Bangladesh’s firm stance on nuclear weapons abolition issue.


Bangladesh Power Division and German Company Seimens have initialed a joint development agreement for construction of a 3600 MW LNG power plant at the Paira Port in Patuakhali. The document was signed following a meeting of Siemens CEO Joe Kaeser with Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina at Hotel Sheraton in Munich yesterday.

CEO of German Company Veridos Hans Wolfgang Kunz called on Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina at Hotel Sheraton in Munich yesterday. Wolfgang informed the Prime Minister about the progress of manufacturing technologically advanced e-passport for Bangladesh saying the company would be able to handover first batch of e-passport to the Bangladesh Authorities by June, 2019.

President Md. Abdul Hamid has urged dramatists, filmmakers, writers, researchers and intellectuals to work more with the Language Movement and spread the history and tradition of it amongst all. The President made the call while addressing a function of a special premiere show of a movie based-on 1952’s Language Movement 'Fagun Haway' at Bangabhaban in Dhaka yesterday. The President in his address recalled the spirit of Language Movement that subsequently expedited the freedom struggle and Liberation War under the leadership of Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman.


The government has formed a 102-member national committee for the nationwide celebration of the birth centenary of Architect of Independent Bangladesh Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman. Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has been made the President of the committee. 


State Minister for Foreign Affairs Md. Shahriar Alam has sought support of the member states of the OIC for creating a conducive situation in Myanmar for safe and dignified repatriation of the forcibly displaced Rohingya people. By opening our borders to the persecuted Rohingyas, Bangladesh has not
only saved lives but also stabilized the entire region, the State Minister said while briefing OIC Ambassadors and Delegates in Geneva on Thursday.

United Nations Aid Agencies and NGO Partners have made an appeal to get 920 million US dollars for 2019 to meet the massive needs of the forcefully displaced Rohingyas now staying in Bangladesh. They made the appeal in Geneva by launching 2019 Joint Response Plan for the Rohingya humanitarian crisis.
