Prime Minister and Awami League President Sheikh Hasina will exchange greetings with political leaders who took part in the pre-election dialogues at her official residence Ganabhaban.
The Premier made the disclosure at a joint meeting of the party’s central working committee and advisory council in Dhaka yesterday.

Nigerian President Mohammadu Buhari has congratulated Sheikh Hasina on her re-election for the fourth term as the Prime Minister following her party’s landslide victory in the just concluded parliamentary elections. The Nigerian President, in a congratulatory message, reaffirmed his country's commitment to robust engagements as an active partner in the two countries’ joint march to prosperity. 


Foreign Minister of Hungary Peter Szijjarto has reiterated his country's commitment to enhance bilateral relations with Bangladesh. The Hungarian Foreign Minister conveyed the optimism yesterday while congratulating Dr. A K Abdul Momen for his appointment as the Foreign Minister of Bangladesh.


Awami League General Secretary and Road Transport and Bridges Minister Obaidul Quader has said, the national council of his party would be held in October this year.
The Minister said this while talking to media after inspecting the activities of mobile court on traffic movement at the Manik Mia Avenue in Dhaka yesterday.

Land Minister Saifuzzaman Chowdhury has ordered all officials under the Ministry of Land to submit their assets documents by February 28 to end corruption in land administration. The Minister gave the directive in a views-exchange meeting at Bangabandhu Hall of Chattogram Press Club yesterday. The Minister said, the government is going to bring all land offices across the country under CCTV surveillance.

Posts, Telecommunications and Information Technology Minister Mustafa Jabbar has said, Bangladesh has missed the first three industrial revolutions, but now it will lead the world in the coming 4th revolution. The Minister said this while addressing a programme at BRAC Inn Auditorium in Dhaka yesterday.

The United Kingdom has reiterated that the country will continue to play a leadership role in UN Security Council to establish human rights of the Rohingyas forcefully displaced from Myanmar. Minister of State for Asia and the Pacific at UK Foreign and Commonwealth Office Mark Field conveyed the commitment while receiving newly-appointed Bangladesh High Commissioner to the UK Saida Muna Tasneem at his FCO office in London recently.


The ruling Awami League will distribute its nomination papers for parliamentary reserved seats among the aspirants in the 11th Jatiya Sangsad from January 15. All aspirants have been requested to collect nomination papers from the Awami League President Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina’s Dhanmondi political office from 10 am on the day.

Awami League will sit with its leaders and public representatives from Dhaka and its five nearby districts today. The joint meeting will begin at 11am at AL’s central office in the capital’s Bangabandhu avenue. The five nearby districts are Gazipur, Narayanganj, Munshiganj, Manikganj and Narsingdi. AL General Secretary Obaidul Quader will preside over the meeting.
