Chief Election Commissioner K M Nurul Huda has said, there is no scope to defer the voting date again because of the constitutional obligation of forming the next parliament by January 29. He said this while briefing the returning officers at the Election Bhaban in Dhaka yesterday. The CEC asked the returning officers to perform their duties with utmost sincerity and professionalism for holding the next parliamentary election in a free, fair and neutral manner.

The Election Commission has asked the law enforcement agencies to remain alert so that none can carry out showdown at the time of collecting and submitting nomination papers for the 11th parliamentary election. The commission yesterday sent letters to the IGP and other concerned in this regard.

The interview of the aspirants for the nomination of Awami League to contest in the 11th parliamentary election is being held today at the AL President’s political office at Dhanmondi in Dhaka. The interview will begin at 11 am with Awami League Chief and also AL Parliamentary Board President Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina in the chair.


Speaker Dr. Shirin Sharmin Chaudhury has said, the constitution of Bangladesh is a unique one, which was achieved through a bloody liberation war in 1971. The Speaker said this while addressing a Parliament related training session at Defence Service Command and Staff College at Mirpur Cantonment in Dhaka yesterday.


Finance Minister A M A Muhith has said, the participation of all parties in the next general election will be good for the country’s economy and development. The Minister said this at a dividend handover function at the Finance Ministry in Dhaka yesterday. The government has achieved remarkable success in all socio-economic sectors in the last 10 years for the prudent policy and dynamic leadership of Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina, he added.


Commerce Minister Tofail Ahmed has said, the upcoming national election would be free, fair and competitive with the participation of all political parties. The Minister said this to the media after a meeting with Norwegian Ambassador Sidsel Bleken at his ministry yesterday.

Bangladesh is hopeful of starting repatriation of the Rohingyas to Rakhine in Myanmar from November 15 as per a decision taken by the Joint Working Group meeting held in Dhaka on October 30. Foreign Secretary M Shahidul Haque said this to the media in Dhaka yesterday.


Bangladesh has urged Delhi-based foreign diplomats to play their role in keeping a sustained international pressure on Myanmar for dignified return and safety of Rohingyas in their homeland. Bangladesh High Commissioner to India Syed Muazzem Ali in a briefing in New Delhi yesterday made the urge to more than 60 diplomats who are concurrently accredited to Bangladesh.
