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News Brief

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has promised to value the people’s confidence bestow on her government through the December 30 elections. The Premier made the vow while addressing a public meeting organised by Bangladesh Awami League at Suhrawardy Udyan in the capital yesterday to celebrate its landslide election victory. The Premier, in her address, thanked the countrymen for voting AL to power again and said her party would work for every citizen irrespective of their political affiliations or views.  The AL Chief sought the support of the countrymen in building a prosperous Bangladesh so that every Bangalee can live in the world community keeping head high.


Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina is scheduled to meet Home Ministry officials today as part of her review meetings with different ministries and divisions. During the meeting, officials of the Security Service Division and the Public Security Division will separately apprise the Premier of the Ministry’s ongoing activities and projects, the law and order situation, and special drives like the anti-narcotics drive in the country.

The nation is recalling the great sacrifice of student leader Shaheed Asaduzzaman Asad on the occasion of his 50th martyrdom anniversary today. President Md. Abdul Hamid and Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina issued separate messages paying tributes to the memory of Shaheed Asad on the occasion.


Foreign Minister A K Abdul Momen has said, all necessary steps have been taken to resolve the problems following vandalism at Bangladesh Embassy in Kuwait. The Minister talking to media yesterday said, the incident happened when over 400 expatriate Bangladeshi workers held a protest rally in front of the Bangladesh mission as they are not getting salary from their employer. The Foreign Minister said, he has directed the Ambassador of Bangladesh Embassy in Kuwait to take necessary measures.


 Planning Minister M A Mannan has called for keeping Bangladeshi foreign missions around the world open round the clock. The Planning Minister made the call while addressing a debate competition at the BFDC auditorium in the capital yesterday. Embassy officials should be friendly to labourers, the Minister added. 


UN Special Rapporteur on the situation of human rights in Myanmar Yanghee Lee arrived in Dhaka yesterday to see the Rohingya situation in Cox’s Bazar amid Myanmar’s continued denial to her access to Rakhine State. Ms. Lee also plans to visit the island of Bhashan Char in Noakhali as the government has taken preparation to  shift Rohingyas in the island. The UN Special Rapporteur will present her findings and recommendations at the 40th session of the Human Rights Council in March 2019. 


United Nations Secretary General Antonio Guterres has showed his enormous frustration over Myanmar for its too slow role in safe repatriation of Rohingyas from Bangladesh. The UN Chief at a press conference in New York on Friday termed Bangladesh as a very important partner for the UN in relation to the Rohingya refugees and said, the UN is extremely grateful to Bangladesh for its generosity in hosting so many Rohingya refugees in the extremely difficult circumstances. 


Bangladesh has been ranked the world’s third fastest growing country in terms of increasing number of rich people. A report titled ‘High Net Worth Handbook 2019’ published by New York-based research firm Wealth-X on Wednesday suggested that Bangladesh’s compound annual growth rate would increased by 11.4 per cent during period from 2018 to 2023.
