Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina will go to Tungipara today to pay homage to Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman by placing wreath at the shrine of the great leader as Sheikh Hasina has become the head of the government for the record fourth time.

Earlier, the Prime Minister and the new Cabinet members also paid homage to Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman by placing wreaths at his portrait in front of Bangabandhu Bhaban at Dhanmondi in the capital yesterday.

 Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has said, she presented a new Cabinet as her party wants to leave by creating a future generation. “We will always keep them under surveillance and we want to see their activities,” the Premier added. The Prime Minister made the comments when the members of the new Cabinet, the Awami League Central Working Committee and the AL Advisory Council greeted her at Ganabhaban yesterday on the occasion of installation of her government for the third consecutive term.
