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FM Denounces Suicide Attack in Kuwait

Dhaka, June 27 :


Foreign Minister A H Mahmood Ali has denounced suicide bomber attack at a Kuwaiti Mosque. The Foreign Minister in his message sent to Kuwaiti First Deputy Prime Minister and  Minister for Foreign Affairs Sheikh Sabah Al-Khalid Al-Sabah expressed deep shock at the loss of lives at the cowardly attack. Bangladesh Ambassador to the United States Mohammad Ziauddin met the Congressman Ami Bera at the Capitol Hill in Washington yesterday. 


At the beginning of the discussion Congressman Ami Bera wanted to know about the Bangladesh-India bilateral relations in the wake of Prime Minister Modi’s recent visit to Bangladesh. In this trail, Ambassador Ziauddin said that India is Bangladesh’s time tested friend, gave shelter to 10 million helpless Bangladeshi inside their territory in 1971 and finally shred blood for the independence of Bangladesh.
