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News brief


The Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina expressed her optimism about the Teesta deal. The Premier also sought the assistance of India for the construction of Ganges barrage. She said this when High Commissioner of Bangladesh to India hosted the reception in honour of the Premier and her entourage members visiting India on a four-day official tour. The Premier also exchanged views with the diplomats and other attendants at the event.


Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina was warmly received by his Indian counterpart Narendra Modi with a bouquet at Palam Station setting aside protocols. The Prime Minister reached Indian Air Force's Palam Station in New Delhi at 12.05 pm by 'Akash Pradeep', a Boeing-777 flight of Biman Bangladesh Airlines on a four-day official visit at the invitation of her Indian counterpart.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina and her Indian counterpart Narendra Modi are going to inaugurate a new passenger train service from Khulna to Kolkata today after speaking to Bangladesh Railways Minister Mazibul Hoque through a video-conference from Delhi. The inaugural ceremony will take place at Benapole Station. 


Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina yesterday compared Bangladesh-India relations with a flowing river and expressed her optimism to solve all pending issues. She wrote this in an article published in a leading Indian newspaper "The Hindu" yesterday. The Premier mentioned that she believes in peace and said that only peaceful co-existence can ensure peace. 


Indian External Affairs Minister Sushma Swaraj yesterday called on visiting Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina at Rashtrapati Bhabhan in New Delhi. Indian External Affairs Ministry spokesperson said this is the First engagement for the honoured guest. The Premier presented copies of two autobiographies of Bangabandhu 'Asamapta Atmajiboni' and 'Karagarer Rojnamcha' to Sushma Swaraj.

Road Transport and Bridges Minister Obaidul Quader yesterday said the issues of Teesta agreement would be discussed with importance during Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina's visit to India. He told reporters after inaugurating a rest house 'Bono Bilash' of RHD at Rajendrapur in Sadar upazila of the district.

The World Bank approved $507 million financing for two projects in Bangladesh to enhance the local financial institutions' capacity to provide long-term financing for private sector-led infrastructure projects, and improve multimodal transport and trade logistics infrastructure and services, including modernizing land ports.

Disaster Management and Relief Minister Mofazzal Hossain Chowdhury Maya yesterday said Bangladesh has been turned into a role model for disaster management in the world as the country attained the ability to face natural disasters. The Minister said the present government has been able to minimize losses of lives and property caused by natural calamities by undertaking different risk reduction and preparedness activities. He said this while handing over 250 items of disaster management instruments to the Chittagong Fire Service office this evening, at Agrabad Fire Brigade office.

Bangladesh has been nominated as the co-chairperson of the 'Coordinating Committee on the South-South Cooperation in Population and Development' for implementing the 'Beijing Call for Action' on population and development in the South-South Cooperation countries. The unanimous decision was taken at a meeting held at the United Nations Population Fund headquarters in New York on April 6. 


India has decided to name Park Street of New Delhi after Bangladesh's founder Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman as a friendly gesture. The New Delhi Municipal Council on Thursday approved its renaming a day before Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina arrives Delhi on a four-day visit.
