News Brief

The Hindu community is celebrating Saraswati Puja across the country today like elsewhere in the world amid much enthusiasm, festivity and religious fervor. President Md. Abdul Hamid and Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina, in separate messages, greeted the members of the Hindu community on the occasion of the Saraswati Puja.  


Foreign Minister Dr. A K Abdul Momen has termed his India visit as successful and effective as Delhi gave strong assurance of cooperation in resolving the water sharing issues as well as supporting safe repatriation of Rohingyas. Dr. A K Abdul Momen was briefing newsmen at the  Hazrat Shahjalal International Airport upon his arrival from India ending maiden three-day trip as the Bangladesh Foreign Minister.


Bangladesh wants a “safe haven” for the forcibly displaced Myanmar nationals in Rakhine state by ensuring their safe, secured and dignified repatriation under the monitoring of India, China and other ASEAN nations. Bangladesh Foreign Minister A K Abdul Momen requested his Indian counterpart Sushma Swaraj during their meeting on Friday to take up the proposal with Myanmar’s Foreign Minister Aung San Suu Kyi. The Foreign Minister called on Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi during his India visit.

 National Vitamin ‘A’ Plus campaign was observed across the country yesterday by feeding all kids aged between six and 59 months with Vitamin ‘A’ capsules. Health and Family Welfare Minister Jahid Maleque inaugurated the campaign by feeding several kids Vitamin A capsules and deworming tablets at Shishu Hospital at  Agargaon in Dhaka.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has expressed deep shock and sorrow at the death of Rashid Suhrawardy, the only son of the legendary political leader, former Prime Minister of erstwhile Pakistan Huseyn Shaheed Suhrawardy. Rashid Suhrawardy died at his London residence on February 7 last.


Jatiya Sangsad Speaker Dr. Shirin Sharmin Chaudhury offered prayers at shrines of two eminent Muslim saints – Hazrat Shahjalal (R) and Hazrat Shah Paran (R) in Sylhet yesterday. This is her first visit to Sylhet after being elected Speaker for the third consecutive terms. 


Information Minister Dr. Hasan Mahmud has said, time has come to think globally and work together on how to deal with fake news and rumors on social media platforms through establishing an 'Internet Ombudsman' as freedom of media and accountability are equally important. Awami League General Secretary Obaidul Quader announced the names of the party’s candidates at Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina’s Dhanmondi political office in the capital yesterday.
