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News Brief

Strongly condemning all violations of human rights in Myanmar, the third committee of the UN General Assembly in New York has adopted a resolution calling for a full and independent investigation to ensure that those responsible are held accountable, according to a UN release received yesterday. A total of 142 countries voted in favour of the resolution brought jointly by the European Union and OIC. Myanmar, China and Russia, seven other countries voted against it and 26 nations — including Japan — abstained, said the UN release issued on November 16. Bangladesh and Austria placed the resolution on behalf of the OIC and EU respectively. A total of 103 countries, including the USA, Canada, Austria and Mexico co-sponsored the resolution.


Awami League General Secretary Obaidul Quader has said, his party will finalize its nominations in 300 seats today or tomorrow (Sunday) for the 11th parliamentary election slated for December 30. He said this while speaking at a seminar in Dhaka yesterday.

The Bangladesh Cricket Board yesterday announced the squad for the first Test of two-match series against the West Indies with ace all-rounder Shakib Al Hasan returned in the squad.


Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has expressed deep shock and sorrow at the death of managing editor of Bangladesh Sangbad Sangstha Shahriar Shahid.


Managing Editor of Bangladesh Sangbad Sangstha Shahriar Shahid, who was undergoing treatment at a city hospital, passed away around 1.50pm yesterday. He was 55.


The 14-party Alliance will hold a view-exchange meeting with freedom fighters’ organisations and Bangladesh Hindu-Buddhist-Christian Oikya Parishad at 11.30am on Thursday. The meeting will be held at the Priyanka Community Centre, adjacent to Awami League (AL) president’s Dhanmondi political office.
