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News brief
 
Bangladesh and India yesterday signed 22 bilateral documents, covering diverse areas of cooperation, including economic, defence cooperation, power, and peaceful use of nuclear energy, outer space, information technology and mass media. Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina and her Indian counterpart Narendra Modi witnessed the signing. The two Prime Ministers along with West Bengal Chief Minister Mamata Banerjee flagged off new passenger bus and train services on Khulna-Kolkata route and reopening of Birol-Radhikapur rail route for freight service. 

Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi yesterday said 10 thousand freedom fighters of Bangladesh’s Liberation War will get free medical treatment and five-year multiple entry visas to India.  He made the remark at a function at Manekshaw Convention Centre at Delhi Cantonment to honor 1661 Indian soldiers, who sacrificed their lives during the 1971 Liberation War. Indian Prime Minister also announced scholarship for 10 thousand more children of Bangladeshi freedom fighters in India.

Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi has announced a $5 billion Line of Credit to Bangladesh during Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina's New Delhi visit. Modi made the announcement during the joint media briefing at the Hyderabad House in New Delhi after talks with Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina. Indian Prime Minister announced a new line of concessional credit of $4.5 billion for the implementation of projects in Bangladesh. Another additional line of credit of $500 million for military supplies, Modi said it will be driven by the requirement of Bangladesh.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina said Bangladesh has received India's support in its effort to obtain international recognition of the 'Genocide of 1971'. The Prime Minister made a press statement alongside her Indian counterpart Narendra Modi after their bilateral talks in New Delhi yesterday.


Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi said to mark the Golden Jubilee celebration of Bangladesh's independence in 2021; New Delhi and Dhaka have agreed to jointly produce a documentary film on the Liberation War of Bangladesh. The Indian Premier said this after a one on one meeting with his Bangladesh counterpart Sheikh Hasina. He said as a mark of our respect for the Father of Bangladesh Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman, a prominent road in our capital city has been named after him.


Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi yesterday acknowledged the Teesta issue to have drawn greatest attention in regard to bilateral relations and expressed his firm belief that it would find an early solution. Modi said in a statement after talks with visiting Bangladesh counterpart Sheikh Hasina. The Indian Premier described Teesta to be an important factor for India, for Bangladesh and for India-Bangladesh relationship while referring to the stake of India's West Bengal state in the matter.  


Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina and her counterpart Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi signaled political and strategic amalgamation to combat terrorism and radicalism together. They spelled hope for the people of South Asian countries and hoped they would be benefited from Indo-Bangla relations. She also vowed to make borders peaceful and free from criminal activities. The Indian Premier said India has greatest admiration for Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina's firm resolve in dealing with terrorism.  


Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina and her Indian counterpart Narendra Modi have agreed to foster mutually beneficial and deeper defence cooperation between the two neighbours, taking into account the illustrious history of cooperation, which began with the joint operation of both forces during Bangladesh’s great Liberation War in 1971.

Chief Minister of Indian State of West Bengal Mamata Banerjee called on Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina at Rashtrapati Bhaban in Delhi yesterday evening. They discussed on the much-hyped issue of signing of the Teesta water sharing deal between Bangladesh and India. Mamata informed the Prime Minister of her government's readiness to strengthen power sector cooperation with Bangladesh.


Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina yesterday paid tributes to Father of the Nation of India Mahatma Gandhi. The Premier paid the homage by placing a wreath at the altar of the Samadhi of Mahatma Gandhi, the preeminent leader of the Indian independence and civil right movements, at Rajghat, Delhi.
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Aiming to strengthen bilateral relations between India and Bangladesh, The Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce and Industry has proposed a joint task with FBCCI force to promote investments in areas like infrastructure, education, health, power and tourism.

A memorandum of understanding (MoU) was signed yesterday between The Sheikh Hasina Burn and Plastic Surgery Institute and Temasek Foundation of Singaporean Health Services in order to build capacities of the doctors and nurses of the new facility. Health and Family Welfare Minister Mohammed Nasim was present during the MoU signing ceremony yesterday at Dhaka Medical College Hospital (DMCH).   

Finance Minister Abul Maal Abdul Muhith yesterday called upon the students to develop themselves properly, availing of the government-sponsored ICT facilities in universities, to face the challenges of the current century. The Minister was speaking as chief guest at a freshers reception at Jahanhgirnagar University.

Health and Family Welfare Minister Mohammed Nasim yesterday said that all outstanding issues with India would be resolved by upholding interest of the country. The Minister said Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina did not sign any deal with India sacrificing country's interest and she will maintain it this time in her visit to India . The Health Minister said this while addressing a press conference after emerging from a meeting in the city. 

Commerce Minister Tofail Ahmed said yesterday the reception to Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina by the Indian premier at the airport breaching protocol has proved that the relations between Bangladesh and India reached a rare height. He said this while speaking as chief guest at a function at Shibchar, Madaripur.

 
Road Transport and Bridges Minister Obaidul Quader yesterday said all outstanding bilateral issues with India, including the Teesta agreement, would be resolved maintaining friendly relations with the country. The Minister said this while speaking as chief guest at conference at Engineers Institute auditorium in the city. 


Disaster Management and Relief Minister Mofazzal Hossain Chowdhury Maya yesterday said the Rohingyas will be relocated from Cox's Bazar district to Thengar Char of Noakhali district to avoid adverse socioeconomic impacts in the mainland.


Asian Development Bank (ADB) will provide more than $8 billion in financial support to Bangladesh in the next three years with a special focus on inclusive and sustainable growth, and regional integration. ADB’s total financial support will stand at $8,624.4 million or around Tk 69,000 crore, including $8,606 million credit, in line with the latest country programme for 2018-2020 periods. 

Readymade garment export to China witnessed more than 27 per cent increase in the July-March period of the current financial year 2016-17. RMG export to China in the July-March period of FY17 grew by 27.11 per cent to $285.07 million from $224.26 million in the same period of FY16.
