Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina has asked the authorities concerned to sketch out a master plan to build up all upazilas under a specific development design aimed at protecting cropland and check sporadic
construction of buildings, roads and other structures. The Prime Minister gave the directive while visiting LGRD and Cooperatives Ministry in Dhaka yesterday. The Premier said, the government is thinking of preparing annual budget separately for every district and upazila considering its size, population and geographical aspects to meet the demands of the local people.
