News Brief

More heads of state and government have extended their heartfelt congratulations to Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina on her reappointment as the Premier for the fourth time. Cuban President Miguel Diaz-Canel Betmudez, Polish Prime Minister Mateusz Morawieckl and Czeck Prime Minister Andrej Babis in separate congratulatory messages expressed their willingness to work together for strengthening relations with Bangladesh.

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina is likely to hold talks with German Chancellor Angela Merkel in the middle of next month in Germany. The meeting is likely to be held in Munich as the two leaders will be in the city to attend the Munich Security Conference to be held from February 15 to 17. This will be the Prime Minister's first visit abroad after the December 30 parliamentary elections. Sheikh Hasina is also set to pay official visit to the UAE after visiting Germany.

The visiting Minister in charge of Economic Revitalisation of Japan Toshimitsu Motegi has said, Japan is keen to invest in Bangladesh's IT sector and other key development areas.
The Japanese Minister came up with the assurance when he met Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina at her office in Dhaka yesterday. Mr. Toshimitsu Motegi congratulated Sheikh Hasina on assuming office as the Prime Minister of Bangladesh for the third consecutive term through a participatory election. 

Outgoing Ambassador of Nepal to Bangladesh Professor Dr. Chop Lal Bhusal made a farewell call on Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina at her office in Dhaka yesterday. The envoy said his country wants to export hydroelectricity to Bangladesh. The Prime Minister renewed her proposal to Nepal to use Syedpur Airport which is being developed as a regional airport.


The ruling Awami League has started selling nomination forms to aspirants for its 43 reserved seats for women in the 11th Parliament. AL General Secretary Obaidul Quader formally inaugurated the selling of the nomination forms at AL President's Dhanmondi political office yesterday.

 Information Minister Dr. Hasan Mahmud has said, state-run BTV's Chattogram centre would launch a 12-hour independent transmission service.  The Minister said this to the media after exchanging views with local Awami League leaders at Chattogram circuit house yesterday. 

Foreign Minister Dr. A K Abdul Momen has laid emphasis on the global community's role in resolving the protracted Rohingya crisis saying it is an international problem. The Foreign Minister made the remarks while talking to the media after offering fateha at the Shrine of Hazrat Shahjalal (RA) in Sylhet yesterday. 

The businessman, Salman F Rahman MP has been appointed Prime Minister's Adviser for private industry and investment. He will have the rank of a cabinet minister but without any financial perks. Sajeeb Ahmed Wazed Joy has been reappointed ICT affairs Adviser to Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina. This appointment of Sajeeb Wazed Joy is a part time one for which he will not be paid.


 Newly-appointed advisers to Prime Minister Shiekh Hasina has laid wreath at the portrait of Father of the Nation Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman in front of Bangabandhu Memorial at Dhanmondi in the capital yesterday. The five advisers - H T Imam for Political Affairs, Dr. Mashiur Rahman for Economic Affairs, Dr. Gowher Rizvi for International Affairs, Dr. Tawfiq-e-Elahi Chowdhury for Power, Energy and Mineral Resources Affairs and Major General (retd) Tarique Ahmed Siddique for Security Affairs paid their respect to the architect of the country's independence.
