US Under Secretary Wendy Sherman calls on the Foreign Minister
Dhaka, May 01 :


The US Under Secretary of State for Political Affairs Wendy Sherman called on the Foreign Minister Abul Hasan Mahmood Ali at the State Guest House Padma today. The Under Secretary is in Dhaka to participate in the 4th Round of Bangladesh-US Partnership Dialogue.

Ms. Sherman thanked the Foreign Minister for his visit to the USA in February this year to participate in the White House Countering Violent Extremism Summit and meeting Secretary of State John Kerry. She stressed the importance of Bangladesh’s continued engagements in the follow-up events of the Summit worldwide to share best practices in this field. She also appreciated the impressive socio-economic development of the country and renewed her government’s commitment to remain engaged in Bangladesh’s development strides in the days ahead.

The  Foreign Minister said that since his meeting with Secretary Kerry, there appears to be a boost in confidence in the relations. Referring back to Secretary Kerry’s interests to visit Bangladesh during their discussions, Foreign Minister expressed keenness to receive Secretary Kerry in Dhaka at a mutually convenient time.

Regional issues were also featured in the meeting. Foreign Minister noted that regional perspectives have added a momentous effect in cementing Bangladesh-US relationship. In this connection, Ms. Sherman said, coming straight from Delhi, she had a good impression about the warmth of Bangladesh-India relationship and the value Indian leadership attaches to the friendly relations with Bangladesh. 

The issues surrounding Myanmar refugees and its nationals illegally residing in Bangladesh  also came up in the discussion. Foreign Minister noted that although Bangladesh is continuously putting its efforts to strengthen its relations with Myanmar, this issue appears to be a hindrance in the expected level of developments. He appreciated the US position in this regard.

 
President Obama’s clear statement during his last visit to Myanmar that the solution to this problem lies within Myanmar and its leadership should resolve the nationality issues of the Rohingya. Wendy Sherman acknowledged Bangladesh’s enormous contribution to provide shelters and generous hospitality to Myanmar refugees.
 
Foreign Minister also urged upon the Under Secretary to extend necessary support to repatriate the convicted killer of Bangabandhu Sheikh Mujibur Rahman who has made US a safe heaven. He requested the Under Secretary to expedite signing the extradition treaty with Bangladesh. Ms. Sherman took note of Foreign Minister’s request and informed that the US Department of Justice is working on it.

Ambassador Ziauddin meets Deputy USTR

Washington DC (USA), May 01 :


Bangladesh Ambassador to USA Mohammad Ziauddin met Deputy United States Trade Representative (DUSTR) Ambassador Robert Hollyman on 29 April. The meeting was to voice Bangladesh’s concern about the stiff competition Bangladeshi apparels might face from the Vietnamese ones  once the proposed TPP (Trans-Pacific Partnership) is in place and to seek suggestions how Bangladesh can prepare itself if it wants to join the TPP. Mr. Ziauddin  also  broached the issue of Duty-Free Quota-Free (DFQF) for the LDCs, including Bangladesh mentioning the discrimination now being meted out to the Asian LDCs because of AGOA (Advanced Growth Opportunity ACT), a trade arrangement under which the African LDCs enjoy DFQF access to US Market. AGOA has recently been renewed for another ten years up to 2025.


In response, Mr. Holleyman mentioned that improvement in the labour sector is the threshold for Bangladesh to qualify for any trade benefit from USA whether it is under GSP or DFQF or TPP. He appreciated the progress so far made by Bangladesh regarding labour safety and other related issues, but underscored the urgent need to achieve other goals under Sustainability Compact, such as registration of trade unions, especially in the EPZs, implementation of Rules for the amended Labour Act, etc. 


Mr. Holleyman also commented that restoration of GSP for Bangladesh is the first step for seeking any other trade benefit from the USA. This again underpins the fact that we should achieve the goals set under Sustainability Compact within the shortest possible time.
